Subject: American History II 
Topic or Unit of Study (Title): World War I
Grade Level: 11
Materials: 
· Excerpts from Woodrow Wilson’s Fourteen Points Speech (For a class of 24 students, you will need 3 copies of each section of the speech.)
· Chart for the analysis of Wilson’s Fourteen Points speech

Summary (and Rationale):  

World War I was a war unlike any the world had seen before at that time. President Woodrow Wilson was very idealistic in his approach of his Fourteen Points speech at the Versailles peace talks and how the content of it would impact the post-war world. Students need to understand the effectiveness of Wilson’s proposals and how they would impact the post-World War I world.
I.  Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge):
Class discussion on what the students know about WWI and what they know specifically about Wilson’s Fourteen Points speech and the Versailles peace talks after the war.

II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments: 
	Objectives

	The students will analyze the text of Woodrow Wilson’s Fourteen Points speech, evaluate the effect of the Fourteen Points on the Versailles peace talks, and draw conclusions about the viability of the Fourteen Points within the context of the carnage of the Great War. The students will summarize the main points of the speech and share their summaries with their group members.
	Students will be split up into groups where they will become experts at the excerpt they are given and be able to teach the main points of their excerpt to the rest of their group. Students will also take part in a class discussion where they answer questions about what they have just read and learned about in their groups. As a homework assignment, students will write a 3-5 paragraph essay that will answer the question that they are given.


State the objective: [1 Minute]
Assessment: No additional time is required.
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  
Today, we are going to do an activity with excerpts from Woodrow Wilson’s Fourteen Points speech that he gave at the Versailles peace talks in 1919 in Paris.
1. I split the speech into 8 sections and put each excerpt into individual envelopes. Get into groups of 8 and when you have done so I will give each group a set of the 8 excerpts of the speech. Each of you will get an envelope that has one section of the speech in it along with a chart that has the whole speech broken down into sections with a place to put main points and/or a summary of each section beside it.

2. Each of your group members will read his/her section of the speech, and identify 4 main summary points for the section. These main summary points should be written in the column to the right of the text of the speech. You need to be able to explain and interpret your section of the speech to the other members of your group.

5. In your groups, you will share your summary points about each section of the speech. You should go in order (1-8) and write the summary points of the other sections on your chart.

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): 
Have students get into their groups and do the activity. Provide help and answer questions as needed.
[40 Minutes]
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): 

Bring class back together for class discussion of the following questions:

· Which of the Fourteen Points do you feel is the most important?  Why?

· In what order would you rank the fourteen points, from most important to least important?

· What was Woodrow Wilson trying to accomplish with the Fourteen Points?

· This speech was given in January 1918, nearly ten months before the armistice was signed.  What influence did the Fourteen Points have on the remainder of the war?  What effect did the Fourteen Points have on the Versailles peace talks?

· How realistic were Wilson’s ideas?  Explain.

· How idealistic were Wilson’s ideas?  Explain.

· Do the Fourteen Points address the causes of World War I?  If yes, which ones?

· Which current-day issues can be traced back to the flawed peace of Versailles?  Would the full adoption of Woodrow Wilson’s Fourteen Points have prevented these problems?

VI. Independent Practice: 
Present homework:
Write a 3-5 paragraph essay in answer to following question related to the following quote:
“At the end of World War I, Woodrow Wilson presented a plan to create a lasting peace.  His plan, known as the Fourteen Points, met stiff opposition at both the Paris peace talks and back home in the United States.  Describe the ideals expressed in this document and how well it addressed the causes of the war.  Explain why many Europeans and Americans objected to the Fourteen Points.  In your opinion, was Wilson’s plan a viable proposal?  Explain.”
